
These are alternative futures for the East Midlands based 
on two scenarios: existing policies and actions only, and full 
implementation of all policies and actions that have been 
pledged for the future, eg net-zero targets.

Even the optimistic alternative, where global governments deliver on all their promises, 
produces negative outcomes locally, such as the increased probability of winter floods and 
summer droughts, but the stay-as-we-are (current policies) alternative is significantly worse.
